Wildcard & Phrase Searching!

Expand your search terms! Search with an asterisk * at the root of the word.
Example: America* also finds these words - Americans, Americanized, Americana.
Example: Loot* also finds these words - Looters, Looting, Looted.

Example: Archaeolog* finds these words = Archaeology, Archaeologist, Archaeological.

To search for an exact phrase, put quotation marks " " around your search terms.
Examples: "sacred ground” “material culture” “race relations”
